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Abstract:

Mohan Rakesh's play, Halfway House is presented in the backdrop of modern urban
culture, hence, the present paper has been attempted to explore the restlessness and feeling of
loneliness of modern woman in the context of conjugal life. It further tries to focus how Mohan
Rakesh portrays his women characters in the context of ambitious nature, more aggressive to
achieve material goal and the dream of a pompous life, consequently how they ruin to face
loneliness in their conjugal and social life. In order to search out Rakesh's projection of modern
woman's loneliness, actions and aspects of women characters are examined and interpreted
with various examples furthermore finally conclusive statements are derived.

Keywords: Indian Culture, loneliness of modern woman and menace of conventional family
disintegration
Introduction:

Mohan Rakesh's Halfway House (1969) explores a minute depiction of a middle
class family in metropolitan area and tries to focus changing the values of culturaland domestic
in the modern Indian society. Mohan Rakesh projects middle aged couple Savitri and
Mahendranth with their elder daughter, Binni, son, Ashok and younger daughter, Kinni in
Halfway House. Mahendranath's family is projected in the backdrop of metropolitan family. It
is a nuclear family where the traditional gender duties are changed as Savitri is the main source
of income of the family. On the other hand her husband, Mahendranath is jobless for years.
Binni gets rid of her family and marries her mother's friend, Manoj. However, Mohan Rakesh
seems to project varieties of loneliness through two major characters such as Savitriand her
daughter, Binni.

At the outset of the play, the family of Savitri strikes as a matriarchal family on the
economic point of view. Instead of the husband, being a main source of income, Savitri who is
the breadwinner in the family. The man being a non-earning member is represented as a helpless
position and insulted. Thus, the conventional roles of the father and the mother are changed,so,
the authority of the house is shifted from the father to the mother, as from the patriarchal to the
matriarchal system. Also, Savitri is discontented with her husband for failure in his. Hence, the
hushand keeps the pain of constant humiliation in the family. For instance Savitri pragmatically
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asks her husband to work in home as she remarks as; The woman:A whole pot of tea for just
one person? Did you give Kinni her glass of milk?* Savitri frequently compares her husband to
the men such as Singhania, Jagmohan and even Juneja who symbolize power, wealth,
confidence, status-all the things she hopes for but her husband is incapable. Savitri seems to
possess one of the qualities of a modern woman who wants both sides of two worlds, the one
of personal fulfillment and the other of family accountability. But her husband is unable to
provide such things and even daily needs of life so Savitri finds her life meaningless with her
husband.

Savitri has a new implication which is related to her aims and aspirations. Her quest
for completeness is very unusual as a woman in search of an ideal husband who would be
accomplished inall respect. She meets person to person in search of a person who would be
prosperous like Juneja, scholarly like Shivjeet, high-positioned like Singhania, sweet-tongued
and superb like Jagmohan and attractive and tolerant like Manoj. But an irony lies in itself that
how all these qualities can be found in one person. Ifa person has one eminence, he lacks one
more; if the second person is endowed with the latter, he would lack the previous. Savitri fails
in her search of an ideal man because she fails to appreciate that the weakness of her husband.
On the other hand she is gallant enough to say as;

The Fourth Man: Keep talking. I'm not taking it ill. After all, you are Mahendranath's
wife....

The Woman: Don't call me that-Mahendra is also a man with a family... ?

However, Savitri is not set to accept her husband, Mahendranath as he is. She fails to
appreciate the connotation of conjugal life. Even Savitri breaks the conventional image of the
virtuous wife and keeps relationships outside marriage. Here, Mohan Rakesh seems to illustrate
man's dilemma of the present times. Savitri's confusion is the dilemma of a modern liberated
woman, in the so called modern civilization, who envied between two polarities where she
loves her husband as well as someone else for two diverse aspects of their individualities.
Hence she is ruined to face loneliness in future life.

Savitri treats her children in such contemptible way that children are denied love and
so interpersonal relationships go through one kind of hollowness in the familial life. Everybody
seems to be greedily pursuing own pleasure. Hence, it leads to adjustment and disturbance all
around in their relationship. Occasionally Savitri beats the younger girl, Kinniand scolds her
son, Ashok. Kinni could only become angry and keeps herself locked in the inner room.
Ashok’s impoliteness, Binni's disturbing manner and Kinni's quarrelsome nature arises critically
anxious mood in the home. The Younger Girl, Kinni, does not feel emotionally involved either
to the parents or her brother and sister. She is very dissatisfied as her small needs remain

unfulfilled. She feels mistreated in the family. In the backdrop of conventional notion of family,
relationship of husband and wife, parents and children in domestic life seems to be meaningless
in Halfway House and it is strongly relevant to modern life. G. C. Hallen notes on the nature
and love in the family as;

"Traditionally, the husband-wife relationship represented an ideal in the family life of
individuals, and every member sought his best to achieve this ideal. This, in turn, characterized
asort of love, which could never be found in any other form of relationship 2

Onthe other hand, conventional Indian institution of family (Joint family) has occurred
radical changes in the form of familial terms such as the nuclear family and the lone-parent
family in the modern age, on the account of the economic expansion of industrial cities and
metro cities where people shift from rural to urban area. Hence it is clear that the joint family
(consisted of a number of people living together in one homeis replaced by nuclear family.
Hence such changed scenario is observed in Savitri's family which consists of two adult partners
and their children. Mohan Rakesh projects a minute observation of a middle class Savitri's
family in metropolitan area and focuses the changed of values in the contemporary society of
Indiain Halfway House. Rakesh presents family of Savitri and Mahendrantha as a modern
type family. It is also observed that the traditional gender roles (as to their duties) are changedin
this family. Savitri is the main source of income of the family so the authority of the house is
shifted from the father to the mother.Further Savitri behaves irresponsibly in her search of
perfect husband and indulged in material life so she cannot recognize her personal responsibilities
of familial life.

Anarranged marriage ritual is one of the ethoses of Indian culture. This concept is very
relevant to the married life in Halfway House as Mohan Rakesh portrays Binni's love marriage
inironically related to marriage in the context of modern life. Commenting upon the profitof
arranged marriage, N. Krishanan quotes:

'Everyone appeared to feel that there are several levels at which one has to cope in an
arranged marriage. There is a lot of pressure on the man too, especially when it comes to
mediating conflicts between his wife and his family. Everything in an arranged marriage is a
shade different from a love marriage.*

Hence, N. Krishanan asserts that an arranged marriage is essential to the well-being
of family asthe marriage partners and parents are to hand round each other, help, teach, and
strengthen each other.Further, usually in an arranged married couple has to strive and adjust
for pleased life. Savitri chose Mahendranath and got married but she feels unsatisfied in conjugal
life as she finds other affective qualities in Singhania, Jagmohan and Juneja. But irony lies in
itself that if Savitri would have selected Jagmohan as her wedded partner, things would have
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been same, because she would not have got the qualities of Juneja in Jagmohan and she would
have remained dissatisfied. Therefore Savitri experiences the sentiment of loneliness in her
conjugal life.Hence, it is clearly seen that Mohan Rakesh wants to expose the significance of
Indian culture through Savitri's conjugal life.Further Mohan Rakesh projects the consequences
of love marriage through his woman character,Binni whose married life is entirely disappointed
as Savitri's conjugal life remained. Binni willingly got married and went away with Manoj but
became miserable in her married life. It is very notable that she has wedded the previous lover
of her mother, Manoj. But Manoj comments that she has brought an infection from her mother’s
home which disturbs their conjugal life.Manoj means to say that Binni behaves as her mother
who is in search of something which cannot be achieved. Halfway Housepresents the clash
between the egos of man and woman, the nervousness, suffocation, and the breakdown of
relationship.
To sumup, inthis play, it is not only the bond between husband and wife, which seems to be
breaking, but the whole family, goes towards total collapse. Here, it is seenan extremely
unpleasant but a very sensible picture of a modern family is portrayed in Halfway House.In
many ways Savitriand Binniare representative of the new emerging women who do not hesitate
to improve their economically, emotionally and equal status in the society without thinking
about traditional social rules and regulations. But their frustration of loneliness is caused by
failure to fill the psychological urge within them. That urge seems to locate in their highly
ambitious nature, more aggressive to achieve material goal which is the dream of a pompous
life, consequently they ruin to face loneliness in their conjugal and social life.

In last few years, numbers of reportsand ground level
realities have reflectedthat India right now is going throughthe hard times where water scarcityand
poor sanitation facilities are biggerchallenge than the economic development. Witha country
generating 140 BCM of waste waterannually, mismanagement of waste water whichalso
contaminates groundwater, lacking liquid wastemanagement, poor sanitation conditions and
poorhygiene habits have contributed to a major portionof population suffering from water-
borne diseases. The per person disease burden due to unsafe waterand sanitation was 40
times higher in India than inChina and 12 times higher than in Sri Lanka in 2016.

Unsafe water, sanitation, and hand-washing areresponsible for 4.6 percent of the disease
burdenthrough diarrhoeal diseases and other infections. The disease burden from unsafe water
and sanitationwas 5 percent of the total in 2016. Total numberof cases of water borne diseases
(Cholera, AcuteDiarrhoeal Diseases, Enteric Fever (Typhoid) andHepatitis A & E) were 1.65
crores in 2016 and 1.53 crores in 2017 with deaths ranging from 2,520 in2016 ,2,334 tn
2017 and 1,917 in 2018 .In contrast,Global Health Observatory data repository of WorldHealth
Organisation (WHO) quotes number ofdiarrhea deaths from inadequate water, sanitationand
hygiene as2,43,55L (total of all age groups) andnumber of diarrhea DALY's from inadequate
water, sanitation and hygiene as t,!7,31-,606 (total of allage groups) in 20L6. These stats
clearly indicate theneed of swift action on the part of Government andit is heartening to see
that Government of India hastaken several actions in this direction.

As per the Indian Constitution, Water andSanitation are state-subjects under List Il of
theSeventh Schedule. The responsibility of planning,funding and implementation of water
resourcesand sanitation projects, primarily lies with the stategovernments. The Central
Government plays anadvisory role, and therefore, with the formulationof various policies and
the Model Bills, the Centreis making efforts to develop and manage theprojects and its uses in
various sectors of economic development. Along with the centre, many states have also come
up with innovative measures to encourage water conservation and better sanitation practices
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in their respective jurisdictions. The next sections of the article are going to elucidate some
interventions /schemes of centre and states which have brought phenomenal changes in the
overall scenario of water and sanitation in the country and provide a way forward about the
needs of the sector which have to be fulfilled in coming future to make India a water secure and
hygienic country.

Government Initiafives :

On 15th August 2019, Prime Minister Shri Narendra Modi launched the Jal Jeevan
Mission (JjM) worth Rs 3.6 lakh crore to supply piped water to every rural household. The
vision ofthe JJM is "Every rural household has drinking water supply in adequate quantity of
prescribed quality on regular and long-term basis at affordable service delivery charges leading
to improvement in living standards of rural communities”. The programme also implements
source sustainability measures as mandatory elements, such as recharge and reuse through
grey water management, water conservation and rain water harvesting. The Jal Jeevan Mission
is based on a community approach to water and will include extensive IEC as a key component
of the mission. JJM looks to create a jan andolan for wate, thereby making it everyone's
priority. Since the inception of the Jal Jeevan Mission, the percentage of rural household
having access to safe drinking water increased from 18 percent to 28.41percent.

Ministry of Jal Shakti also launched the Jal Shakti Abhiyan on 1st July 2019,in 256
water stressed districts across the country. This Abhiyan is a mass movement to bring all the
stakeholders under one ambit of water conservation drive, and last year it had a nationwide
impact. Under this Abhiyan, more than six and a half crore people became a part, comprising
of State Governments, Central Governments, Civil Society Organisations, Panchayati Raj
Institutions and Communities. More than 75 lakh traditional and other water bodies and tanks
were renovated and around one crore water conservation and rainwater harvesting structures
were created. Encouraged by the response, Jal Shakti Abhiyan is geared up to combat current
health emergency by focusing more on irrigation and water conservation works with the caution
that all works are undertaken with strict implementation of social distancing, use of face covers/
masks and other necessary precautions.

Relentless and unplanned extraction of groundwater exceeding the average annual
recharge has resulted in widespread decline of the water tables, reduced availability of water
in the wells and degradation of the resource manifested through contamination with heavy
metals (iron, arsenic, chromium etc.) and fluoride. Keeping these facts in the mind and in order
to provide special emphasis on groundwater conservation, in 2020 Budget, Rs. 200 Crore
has been allotted for Atal Bhujal Yojana (ABHY). ABHY envisages sustainable ground water
management, mainly through convergence among various on-going schemes, with emphasis
on demand side measures through active involvement of local communities and stakeholders.
This aspect makes the ABHY a unique centrally sponsored scheme which will endeavor to
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facilitate efficient implementation and convergence of various ongoing Central and State schemes
in the participating States. ABHY will also play a key role in drought proofing, thereby improving
climate resilience in select water stressed areas, create better job opportunities through improved
skill development, etc., all leading ultimately to sustainable management of ground water.
NITIAayog, as the premier think tank of Government of India, has also developed a mechanism
to compare the efforts of various states in water conservation. In pursuit of competitive &
cooperative federalism and keeping in view the criticality of water for life, Aayog has developed
a Composite Water Management Index (CWMI). The CWMI as a yearly exercise is an
important tool to assess and improve the performance of States/ Union Territories in efficient
management of water resources. CWMI compromises of 9 broad sectors with 28 different
key performance indicators covering various aspects of ground wateL restoration of water
bodies, irrigation, farm practices, drinking wateL policy and governance. The data for the 28
key performance indicators are uploaded by the States on the online web portal. Index has
been quite successful in sensitising the states about the impending water scarcity in the Nation.
Since launch of round I ofthe Index, 80 percent ofthe states have shown improvement with
average change in scores being +5.2 points.

Beside these Central Government Interventions, some of the states have initiated state
level programmes which have effectively solved the local water problem. Some of such schemes
are Jalyukt Shivar in Maharashtra, Mukhya Mantri Jal Swavalamban Abhiyan in Rajasthan,
Neeru Chettu in Andhra Pradesh, Mission Kakatiya in Telangana, Sujalam Sufalam in Gujarat,
Integrated Water Resource Management and Artificial Recharge Structures Scheme in
Karnataka. Other laudable initiatives by States, having a positive impact on the ground water
resources include "Punjab Preservation of Subsoil Water Act, 2009" which bans early sowing
of paddy nursery and transplantation of saplings and the voluntary scheme of "Pani Bachao,
Paisa Kamao (PBPK)" by Government of Punjab to encourage farmers to save electricity and
reduce the use of ground water. The 'Maharashtra Groundwater Development and Management
Act, 2009' prohibits drilling of deep wells within the notified and nonnotified areas, for agriculture
or industrial usage. It also imposes total prohibition on pumping of ground water from existing
deep-wells of depth 60 meters or more in notified areas.

Apart fromthese, there are some states which have deciphered the use of technology
in the water sector. The most striking works in these domains are done by Andhra Pradesh
and Maharashtra. Water Resources Department of Government of Andhra Pradesh along
with the private partner Vssar Labs has developed Andhra Pradesh Water Resources
Information and Management System (APWRIMS). APWRIMS is a Smart Water Solution
platform targeting overarching objective of sustainable water management in the State. The
APWRIMS collects data from 1.,254 piezometers on real time basis across all the 1-3 districts
of the state and correlates the information with all 15,00,000+ bore wells used for agricultural
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purposes in the state. Soil moisture data is also collected from 900+ locations across the state.
The platform has data related to I-00+ reservoirs, 40000+ Minor Irrigation tanks, 15 lakh
agriculture bore wells and more than 10 lakh water conservation structures. Since its
implementation, APWRIMS has benefitted more then 60 percent of the population of the
state. Groundwater levels improved by 2 meter across the State, despite receiving L4 percent
deficit Rainfalland the Crop planning activities have resulted in increase of about 1.85 L ha of
Horticulture crops.

Government of Maharashtra has also taken an innovative step by launching the Draft
Maharashtra Water Resources Regulatory Authority Water Entitlement Transfer (WET) and
Wastewater Reuse Certificates (WRC) Platform Regulations, 2019. The main aim to the
regulations are to encourage wastewater recycle and reuse in large water consuming industrial
and urban centers that go beyond the stipulated water reuse targets setforth in the State Water
Policy and creation of a transparent water accounting process with the use of IOT metering at
the water consumption, reuse and environmental discharge points with a repository ofwater
consumption maintained under a regulated process. The regulations also envisage the creation
of immutable distributed ledger-based repository of wastewater reuse certificates which can
be easily marketable. All these efforts of three tiers of Indian Federalism have resulted in
marvellous changes in water and sanitation sectors of the country but still we are quite behind
the targets envisioned by International community through SuStainable Development Goals
(SDGsS). In order to achieve these targets we need some structural reforms in present regime.
Way Forward

Growth and development are not the words which we can afford to use in describing
the economy of the Nation but they have multi faceted aspects including social, political,
institutional well being. While talking about growth we cannot ignore the existence of the
dreadful phrases like water scarcity and climate change. In order to achieve sustainable
development inthe country, we have to look for solutions which may result in overhauling of
the present mode of operations in water sector. Some of the changes suggested are as under:
1. Making Water as part of Economic Development : Improved water supply and
sanitation and improved water resources management boost countries' economic growth and
contributes greatly to poverty eradication. The economic benefits of improved water supply
and sanitation far outweigh the investment costs. Studies have revealed that the benefit-cost
ratio (BCR) issignificantly greater than 1, recording values in developing regions of between 4
and 32 for the water Millennium Development Goals (MDG), between 5 and 46 for the
WS&S MDG and universal basic access, and between 5 and 41 for universal basic access
with water disinfection at the point of use. The benefit cost ratio for regulated piped water
supply and sewer connection ranges between 2 and 12. Under base case assumptions the
cost-benefit ratio is at least US$ 5 in economic benefit per US$1 invested, and even under
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pessimistic data assumptions, the benefits per dollar invested remained above the threshold of
US$1. More importantly these are the results when nonhealth and non- financial benefits are
not taken into account. Therefore, it makes a strongest case to increase the budget allocation
to water and sanitation sector, along with agriculture, manufacturing and services sectol it
should be a priority sector for investment.

2. Introduction of Water Markets at Large Scale : It is high time that along with the
public good, water should be treated as the high value economic good. There is need to
introduce water markets to make more productive use of water and contribute to sustainable
water management. The most successful water ma rkets are found in Murray Darling Basin of
Australia where Water trading has become a vital business tool and source of additional income
for many irrigators. Here water is traded on markets - within catchments, between catchments
(where possible) or along river systems. This form of trading allows water users to buy and
sellwater in response to their individual needs. Under water markets, during the yeal water is
distributed by the basin authorities (or ‘allocated’) against entitlements in response to factors
such as rainfall and storage levels. The entitlement holder can make the effective and efficient
use of the water and sell rest of the quantity to the entities which is using more than their own
allocation of water. When water is allocated to an entitlement holder, they are able to use it as
needed - this is their business decision to make. Water markets create incentives for water to
be moved to higher-value uses. The similar trading can be opted for treated waste water.

3. Pollution Tax as the Remedy to Decrease Pollution in Water Bodies : The cost of
water security has to be distributed to different stakeholders and the entities and communities
which are harming the resources have to pay for their right to being polluter. Introduction of
predetermined water pollution charges for surface and groundwater use or charges for
wastewater discharge could have a significant incentive effect to prevent and control pollution,
maintain proper sanitation and enhance water use efficiency. The pollution tax should be regarded
as the part of Extended Prouder Responsibility (EPR). Economic instruments such as pollution
tax are theoretically more cost effective than direct regulation or subsidies to curb pollution,
which imposes the same controls on all polluters and does not take into account the heterogeneity
of abatement costs. Pollution taxes can lead to significant investment in pollution abatement
and technological innovation, thereby lowering the overall cost to society of meeting
environmental targets. Apart from this, these taxes or charges not only reduce the pollution
and enhances the quality but also provide revenue to the government which can be used to
further abatement of pollution.

4. New strategies to support Public Private Partnership in Water Sector : Governments
can play arole in helping to attract new investors by enabling public and private actors to earn
returns commensurate to the risks they take. Governments may consider providing risk mitigation
to long-term investment projects where it would result in more appropriate allocation of risks
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and their associated returns. Guarantees play a critical role in mitigating the risks financiers
face. Similarly, public money can be used to cover parts of the risks that private financiers
(debt or equity) are unable to take. In the United States, state revolving funds provide examples
of a sustainable infrastructure financing model. Set up with 'seed money' from US Congress,
the state revolving funds capitalise a state-administered financial assistance programme to
build and upgrade wastewater treatment plants and dri nking water infrastructure, as well as
invest in other projects to improve water quality. In doing so, the funds support a longer
transition and ample flexibility to set up long-term financing to promote state and local self-
sufficiency. Apart fromit, the public private approach to Themes Tideway Tunnel (TTT) can
also serve as the example for the operating PPP in high risk and long gestation period water
sector projects.

Allthese structural reforms, if implemented in phase and detailed manner, can immensly
benefit the existing programmes and schemes of both state and central government. They will
decrease the overall dependency on the government sector and make the sector self reliant,
attractive and profitable for number of investors which is a crux for growth of not only any
sector but the entire country.
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Abstract: In the present article, Multi walled Carbon Nanotubes (MWCNTs) were
functionalized by using acid mixture (H:SO,+HNOs;), thionyl chloride (SOCl;) and p-
Phenylenediamine(Ce¢Ha(NHz)2). Such functionalized MWCNTs were characterized with
various characterization techniques such as FT-IR spectroscopy, FT-Raman spectroscopy, UV—
Vis spectroscopy and Transmission electron microscopy (TEM). New peaks in IR-spectra,
Change in intensity ration in Raman spectra and functional group on MWCNTs surface in
TEM confirms covalent bonding between MWCNTs and various functional groups. A
comparative study among the pristine (as received), MWCNT-COOH, MWCNT-COCI and
MWCNT-CONH2 1s also reported

1. Introduction: The Amines can be chemically oxidized on carbon surfaces give rise an amino
group bonded to the carbon surface. Primary, secondary and tertiary amines can be used for such
grafting process. They can react with fullerenes and Carbon Nanotubes(CNTs). The surface
modifications of CNTs with amine play a key role for application of CNTs in various fields such as
sensors, molecular electronics and composite. Amines are among the reagents that have drawn the
greater interest. Haddon and co-worker pioneered the approach of functionalizing the carboxylic
groups of CNTs through amidation [1-3]. Peng Huang et al. [4] have demonstrated preparation of
water-soluble CdSe quantum dots (QDs) which are used for electrostatic interaction between CNT-
NH;and QDs as shown by scheme 1.

This paper reports the amide-functionalization of MWCNTs which is a coupling of p-
Phenylenediamine (C¢H4(NHz)z) with the carboxylic groups via -COCI to initiates amino groups
(MWCNT-CONH). The coupling products (MWCNT-CONH:) was characterized hy, Fourier transform
infrared (FT-IR), Fourier transform Raman (FT-Raman), UV-Vis, and Transmission electron
microscopy (TEM) techniques. A comparative study between the pristine MWCNTsand
functionalizedMWCNTSs is also provided.

2. Materials and Methods:

MWCNT-COCl used in this study were functionalized in own experiment. p-
Phenylenediamine  (C¢Hs(NHz);)(Lobachem.), Tetrahydrofuran (THF) (Lobachem.) and
Dimethylformamide (DMF). Transmission electron microscopy (TEM) data were collected from a,
PHILIPS CM 200 operating at 200 kV. For analysis, sample was prepared by sonicating about 0.5 mg
nanotubes powder in 10 ml distilled water. A drop of diluted sample in distilled water was dripped
on carbon film-coated micro-copper grid. The Fourier Transform Infrared (FT-IR) spectra of
samples with KBr were recorded using FT-IR spectrophotometer (Perkin Elmer Model).

4: Results and Discussion:

4.1: Fourier Transform Infrared (FT-IR) Studies:

The Fig.1gives the FT-IR spectrum of pristine and modified MWCNTs. Modification of
MWCNTSs with p-Phenylenediamine was scrutinized by FT-IR spectroscopy, as shown in Fig,
1. Reaction between p-Phenylenediamine and MWCNT-COOH shows the band
corresponding to the carboxylic groups present in MWCNT-COOH at 1734 cm™' is replaced
by amide bands at 1712 cm-! was due to the carbonyl stretching of amide (-CO-NH). The
band at 1035 cm™ is one more characteristic signal from -CO-NH absorption [5]. The
bands at 2860 and 2888cm-! can be associatedwith the C-H stretching vibrations of the
attached amines [6]. The peaks at & 1035, 1285,1495 and 1588, cm! correspond to C-O,
and C-N stretching forms, aromatic ring forms and C=C stretching of nanotubes
respectively. For higher frequency region the new peaks at 3200-3500cm-!can be
attributed to the N-H, NH2 and OH stretching modes [7]. In lower frequency region the
bands at 680 and 816 cm! corresponding to the N-H rocking [8]. Thus, FT-IR spectrum in
Fig. 1 (d) confirms that MWNT-COOH is modified by aromatic amine.

The intensity ratio for MWCNT-COOH was less than that of
MWCNT-CONH which may be assigned to more defects along the side walls due to cross-
linking of nanotubes [10].The possible explanation for the decreased Raman signal of the
MWCNT-CONHz:is the fewer amounts of MWCNTSs. As shown in the spectra from Fig. 2(a-d),
the Raman bands form does not modify during functionalization, which indicates that the
globhal structure of the CNTs mostly retained during functionalization process.

The average diameter of MWCNT-CONH is found to be 19.28 nm.The sidewalls
shown in the pristine MWCNTSs, with a fairly good resolution are completely coated with
amorphous material in the functionalized MWCNTs (Fig.5.6 (b, ¢, and d)). This shows the
achievement of a high degree of functionalization within the sample.

Many banks have not sufficiently educated the customers on the basic usage of cards,
resulting in ignorant card holders either losing their cards in the machine, or panic-stricken
customers breaking the glass door to exit the ATM enclosure after a late night transaction.
How do ATMs works:

AnATM consists of two main parts: cabinet and safe. The cabinet (main body) contains
the ATM computer, which is connected to all the other devices: network equipment, card
reader, keyboard (PIN pad), and cash dispenser (the dispenser itself is in the safe, but the
connector is not).

The safe is more robust, being made of steel and concrete, and contains only the cash
dispenser and cash acceptance module.

The computer usually runs on Windows, in a special embedded version designed
specifically for ATM use. Only administrators should have access to Windows; other users
should not have such access. This is why user-facing applications run in kiosk mode. These
applications provide all necessary functionality to the user: this is the interface that we see
during normal ATM use.

The basic parts of ATM:
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Card reader: This part reads the chip on the front of the card or the magnetic stripe on the
back ofthe card.
Keypad: The keypad is used by the customer to input information, including personal
identification number (PIN), the type of transaction required, and the amount of the transaction.
Cash dispenser: Bills are dispensed through a slot in the machine, which is connected to a safe
at the bottom of the machine.
Printer: If required, consumers can request receipts that are printed here. The receipt records
the type of transaction, the amount, and the account balance.
Screen: The ATM issues prompts that guide the consumer through the process of executing
the transaction. Information is also transmitted on the screen, such asaccount information and
balances.
The Most Common Types of ATM Frauds

Most people would say that the two biggest threats are getting robbed at the ATM or
having the person in line behind you view your PIN; however, ATM scams (like data breaches
and other financial crimes) have grown more sophisticated in recent years. Thieves don't need
to be present to force you to withdraw the contents of your account. The latest ATM frauds
are perpetuated through technology and hacking, so you likely won't even notice that something
fishy is going on. The major four ATM Frauds are follows:
Skimming: This type of ATM scaminvolves a skimmer device that criminals place on top of
or within the card slot. To record your PIN number, the criminals may use a hidden camera or
an overlay that covers the original PIN pad. Using the card numbers and PIN's they record,
thieves create duplicate cards to withdraw money from consumers' accounts. Unlike losing
your debit card or having it stolen, you won't realize anything is amiss until unauthorized
transactions take place. Take a look at these so you know how to detect ATM skimmers.
Shimming: This is the latest update to skimming. Instead of reading your card number, criminals
place a shimming device deep inside the ATM to record your card's chip information. The end
result is the same as skimming because thieves use the stolen chip data to create "cloned"
versions of your debit card.
Cash-out: This scam targets multiple accounts from the same financial institution. Armed with
a hacked bank employee's credentials, the criminal alters account balances and withdrawal
limits. Using stolen debit card numbers captured from a separate skimming attack, they can
"cash out™ the ATM until it's out of money.
Jackpotting: While there are multiple types of jackpotting attacks, typically, these incidents
involve gaining physical access to the inside of the machine. The criminals may replace hardware
or install malicious software giving them control of the cash dispensing function. Jackpotting is
similar to a cash out scam, but it does not require the criminal to have any customer account
details or stolen debit card information
Type of ATM Security:

When ATM frauds had spread all over the world, than to save the existence and
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maintain the trust of the users, security systems have been designed by the security experts to
protect ATMs. So here, a brief discussion is being presented below onsome popular security
systems:-

Digital Security- ATM digital security system has been designed to prevent intrusion, defy
hackers, and stop digital crime before it begins. An important first step is to lock down, or
"harden the ATM. This means making all electronic points of entry invisible or unavailable to
hackers, viruses and worms. This technique has been made possible through a combination of
a strong firewall and software designed to monitor, analyses, and authenticate any external
source attempting to connect to an ATM. This system blocks any unauthorized user or pattern
of data. Patch management is another important component of any digital security system.
From time to time, Microsoft releases security patches-security related update to its operating
system designed to eliminate known problems with its operating system.

With the help of this AT M digital security system immediately identify appropriate
patches and to quickly deploy them throughout an ATM network in an effort to protect against
viruses, worms, and other digital exploitation.

Physical Security - Since their invention, AT Ms have been designed to resist physically
attacks. Yet that has not completely stopped concerns over physical security. Many physical
attacks are designed to steal the entire ATM and to transport it to a location where its safe can
be laboriously penetrated and its content removed. Other methods of attack, such as ram
raiding, are simple brute force attacks designed to effectively demolish ATMs and steal cash.
Another physical attack method is to seal every opening of an ATM with silicone before filling
the vault with compromised explosive gas. In this manner, AT Ms have been compromised
when explosions from within have distorted or opened their vaults sufficiently for removing
their contents. As a result, more modern approaches to physical security, including the use of
ink dye system designed to render currency useless, have gained in popularity as a mechanism
for deterring physical attacks.

Transactional Integrity & Security - The security of ATM transactions relies not only upon
the level of secrecy employed by individual ATM users, but also upon the secure operation of
encrypted, trusted microprocessors. Most countries have laws requiring data encryption at
ATMs. Inthe U.S., sensitive data at AT Ms was traditionally encrypted using a Data Encryption
Standard (DES) or information processing standard mandates by the federal government.
Today, however, DES is considered by most cryptographers to be insufficient for protecting
ATM transactional data, and a new standard known as Triple DES has emerged.

Device Operation & Security - In most countries, Financial Institutions are liable when
ATM system fail. This simple fact suggests ATM owners and operators need to take great
care to secure and ensure proper functionality of ATMs. With this in mind, modern ATM
engineering has resulted in improved fascia design, weather and vandal-resistant construction
materials, shutters, and other devices designed to protect and ensure the integrity of ATM
components.
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Customer Identity Security - While ATM operators are certainly concerned with protecting
the identity, account information, and personal data of their customers, it's important to note
that identity theft cannot be committed through ATM?'s. There is insufficient personal information
available to fraudsters during breaches of AT M's security of commit offenses such as setting
up false bank accounts or attempting to "prove™ a false, personal identity.

Consumer Safety at the ATM - Many persons who have a bank account are more concerned
than they used to be about using ATMs for reasons relating to security. Not surprisingly, then,
consumer safety has become a leading consideration in the manufacture, deployment, and
management of ATM networks. Manufactures have experimented with mirrors, better lighting,
emergency call buttons, video surveillance, and other devices intended to provide a more
secure environment surrounding ATMs. Banks are more carefully evaluating ATM locations,
more often stressing the importance of consumer awareness, and have gone so far as to
arrange for security patrols at high crime, high traffic locations.

ATM Safety and Precautions by Customer Level:

. When waiting in line to use the AT M, wait well behind the person(s) ahead of you, and
do not approach the ATM until they complete their transaction.
. When you are using the ATM and someone is closer to you than you would like them

to be, ask them politely and tactfully to step back a few steps. If they do not do so,
cancel your transaction and wait in your locked vehicle or other safe location until that
person leaves or possibly go to another ATM.

. Before you approach the AT M, have your card ready, know your code and if anything
such as a deposit slip needs to be filled out, have it completed. If making a deposit and
you do not have a deposit envelope, obtain one from the storage section of the ATM
and fill it out in your locked vehicle or other safe locations before you return to the

ATM.

. Protect your Personal Identification Number (PIN). Memorize your PIN. Do not
write your PIN on your ATM card or carry your PIN in your wallet or purse.

. Select a PIN that is different from other numbers noted in your wallet or purse, such

as your address, birth date, telephone or social security number.
. When using the AT M, stand directly in front of the keyboard, blocking the view of
others. Do not enter the PIN if anyone else can see the screen.
Safety and Precautions by Bank Level:
Banks should keep an eye on the cards in circulation-check the logo, uniformity of
card number, date of expiry, their shape and other parameters.

. One way to find out if an ATM card is counterfeit is to try and peel off the magnetic
strip and signature panel on its back. It does not peel off in genuine cards.

. Banks can procure the anti-fraud software that keeps track of ATM users' spending
habits and flags unusual transactions.

. Banks can also use an another anti-fraud software, tries to catch geographical anomalies
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say if a card is used to pay for shopping in Chicago, then for other purchases in India

hours later.

. Banks should lay down minimum standards for ATM lighting, and prescribe procedures
for evaluating the safety of ATMs.

. Banks should implement ATM programming enhancements like masking/non -printing
of card numbers.

. Banks should educate the customers by advising them regularly of risks associated
with using the ATM and how to avoid these risks.

. Banks should conduct and document periodic security inspection at the ATM location,
and make the pertinent information available to its clients.

. Banks should educate bank personnel to be responsive and sensitive to customer
concerns and to communicate them immediately to the responsible bank officer.

. Banks should post near the ATM facility a clearly visible sign which, at a minimum,

provides the telephone numbers of the bank as well as other banks' hotline numbers
for other card holders and police hotlines for emergency cases.

. The banks can also provide cards containing a microchip that can make them harder
to forge. Bank should increase the use of biometric tokens like fingerprints, irises,
faces and palms, because a fraudsters can match everything but he can never match
the biometric peculiarities.

. The banks should enhance the security features of the ATMs for providing better
services.

. The banks must encourage customers to report any suspicious activity on ATM by
providing the basic infrastructure.

. The banks must also secure themselves the protection of insurance cover since they

may find themselves liable for the payment of money lost due to these frauds. This is

generally happening in foreign countries and very soon the same may be the position in

India.

There are two main sub markets like
Vaduth&Atit. The main Satara market area is 3.53 hector & sub market Vaduth areais 1.21
hector &Atit area is 0.52 hector. The study is based on primary and secondary data from the
field investigation and the published records. The spatial organization of market centres and
their orders distributed in geographic space is the main consideration in the present paper.
Hence, the gradation and re-grouping the rural market centres in to size of classes is termed as
hierarchy. The concept of hierarchy is fundamental to the central place theory. Some of the
rural markets centres such as Nagthane, Vaduth etc., with low population size are found in
high or orders of hierarchical groups. Similary, many examples can be cited. Hence, the present
central place system is not directly correlated to its population size.

Introduction:

The root of marketing geography is the market place. The world 'Market' is derived
from the Latin word 'Mercatus' which refer to a place where buyers & sellers meet. The
primary component of marketing geography are locational pattern & spatial interaction, Intra-
market infrastructure , market area , concept of hierarchy, periodicity , consumer behaviour
perception.

Marketing geography is very much concerned with two aspects of trade, which
wholesale & retail. Wholesale trade is a characteristic of large urban markets, while the retail
trade is common to all the market centres. In every region there are few large markets, then
medium & smaller one's performing complementary functions. The concept of hierarchy is the
fundamental principle of ‘Central Place Models'. Market hierarchies can be determined on
the basis of number of the retail establishments threshold size of market area , volume of
commodity arrival etc.

Rural marketing is how two way marketing process. There is inflow of products into
rural. There is also outflow of products to urban areas . The urban to rural flow consist of
agricultural inputs. Fast movement consumers goods(FMCG) such as soaps, detergents,
cosmetics textiles & so on. The rural to urban flow produced such as rice, wheat, sugar&
cotton. There is also movement of rural products within rural areas for consumption.

By this method a score for any single unit of function has been calculated by using following
equation.

T = total number of functional units of function 't' in the entire area
The weightage scores ofall the rural market centres have been considered for the centrality
scores for all the variables calculated by adding up all the values of single variable & finally
obtain composite centrality value or index for each rural market centres.
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The centrality of the central place can be expressed qualitively,Such as the relatively low
& high centrality as well as quantitatively with the help of absolute centrality values. The centrality
values mostly obtained by converting the functional base of the centre into the scores based on
the frequency & importance of the functions performed by the same centre. The centrality
however depends upon central functions. These functions have the certain range beyond the
limits of the surrounding region.

Christaller (1933 &1960) rightly considered central place as the places providing
central goods & services to their hinterlands. According to him , the centrality of place is
component of functional magnitude which is required for the population of its hinterland. The
term ‘central place’ mostly used in a relative since.

Centrality scores are used to find out the hierarchy of rural market centres. Rural market
hierarchy is determined on the basis of centrality scores. Centrality score is calculated by
giving weightage to selecte3d some indicators of various functions & services. In this centrality
are obtained by location quotient of Davis (1967) . The result are shown with the help of table
& maps as well as product moment co-relation method.

Regional analysis of Centrality:

The Composite scores of centrality obtained by the location quotientmethod (Davies
1967) clearly show the remarkable difference between lower and higher values for analysis.
All the centrality values have been put by descending order.

By using the above mention formula the centrality is calculated for all market centers
and they are classified into five hierarchical orders depending on the centrality value, table 1.

In this village good facilities of medical, Banking, mobile
facilities, cloth shops, sweet mart etc. The availability of required goods and services, are not
found in lower order market centres, is the main reason for growth of such market centres.
These market centresiis also having main regulated market or sub regulated market for handling
wholesale and retail transactions.

3) Third Order Market Centres :-

The third order is consists of two market centers and there are no urban centers.
Angapur and Vaduth in there are two villages including in the third order market centers,it is
rural market. These market centers are handling mostly retail business, there are having
sub-regulated markets. Thus, small and marginal farmers usually visit these markets. Angapur
village is well developed but not good transportation amenities. The another market centre
vaduth is also good transportation facilities. Such markets are the most useful for mobile traders
as well as part time traders. But not good facilities available in this villages like shelter facilkies.
4) Forth Order Market Centres:-

The number of forth order market centres are highest among all orders of the market
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centres in the study region. There are two markets have been included in this forth market
centres. Atit, Shivathar are having sub-regulated market centres also. These markets are generally
small periodic markets which are characterized by medium size village market meeting is held
for few hours on market day will less number of market participants. They deal only in retail
business. The traders come to sell in small lots to local people hence these markets are small
collection or assemblr points. Most of such markets centres are located either on roadside or
in most open space near village panchayat. Atit is well transportation facilities and Shivathar is
small village but serve good market facility on market day. These villages are as a market day
services under the administration of village panchayat. These markets attract a few surrounding
villages.

5) Fifth Order Market Centres:-

In fifth order market centres are low ordered market centres. There are five market
centresinvolved like Limb, Kanher, Tasgaon, Apshinge and parli. This villages are rural and no
well developed and tiny market centres. In this market centres only retail trade oriented.
These markets servers the limited number of surrounding villages.

Conclusion:

The study has sought to examine the spatial characteristics service functions and
population dynamics of market centres along the SataraTahsil. The study has emphasized the
importance of the market centres has local business centres. The market centres link many
villages and therefore integrate them into the national economic system through commodity
exchange, information flow and innovation spread. The market centres facilitate trading activities
in the SataraTahsil whose economy is essentially based on agriculture and fishing. Apart from
their economic functions the higher order markets in particular offer additional services of
centrality that make them attractive. They are therefore the drivers ofthe urbanisation process
in the region. Indeed, the human geography and economic history of the SataraTahsil cannot
be understood without reference to the functioning of the market centres.

With respect to the high order markets, they already enjoy strategic locations along
the lake and will continue to grow along with increases in resident population, provision of
social amenities and strengthened linkages with their catchment areas through improved
accessibility. Indeed, they are modest growth poles and have become diffusion centres of
modernisation and loci for the concentration of further innovation. They have the capacity of
transmitting growth impulses to the lagging regions that they serve. However, in view of the
peculiar characteristics and development challenges of the SataraTahsil, aregional planning
unit could be established that could adopt the hierarchical order of the market centres as a
workable framework for planning the overall development of the region. The unit would ensure
that the markets centres provide more effective and efficient services to their resident population
and those intheir respective catchment areas using much tested urban and regional development
principles.

Introduction:

For industrial progress and prosperity, maintenance of peaceful relations between
labour and capital is the first importance. Industrial dispute means a loss, both to the employers
and the employees even when the latter scores a victory. It is also harmful to the community in
general.

An industrial dispute is defined as a conflict or a difference in opinion between
management and workers regarding employment. It is a disagreement between an employer
and employees representative i.e. trade union. The issue of disagreement is usually pay or
other working conditions.

During an industrial dispute, both the parties try to pressurize each other to agree to
their termsand conditions. The industrial unrest manifests itself as strikes, lock-outs, picketing,
gheraos and indiscipline on the part of workers.

The definition of Industrial disputes is as follows, According to Section 2(k) of the
Industrial Disputes Act, 1947 "industrial dispute™ is defined as, "Any disputes or differences
between employers and employers, or between employers and workmen, or between workmen
and workmen, which is connected with the employment or non-employment or the terms of
employment or with the conditions of labour, of any person”.

An industrial dispute can never be said to be a good choice. Consequences of industrial
disputes are very far reaching, for they disturb the economic, social and political life of a
country. They are no less than awar. In a war, casualties and sufferings are not confined to
soldiers fighting on the front, so stoppage of work due to strike or any other mode resulting in
stoppage of work does not affect the employees or the employers of the struck plant, but it
affect the whole society or country.

Therefore, every effort is made in advanced countries to maintain industrial peace.
"The employer-worker relationship”, according to the Planning Commission, "has to be
conceived of as a partnership in a constructive endeavour to promote the satisfaction of the
economic needs of the community in the best possible manner.” For a long time in India there
was no industrial unrest. Although modern industry began to grow in India in about the middle
of the last century, yet for nearly half a century no dispute of importance took place. The First
World War had made the workers conscious of their rights, and they were prepared to fight
for them, if necessary. During the second war, Defence of India Rules was enforced in order to
check strikes and disputes. According to them the Government armed itself with power to
prohibit strikes and lock-outs and to refer to it any disputes for conciliation or adjudication
and to enforce the awards. Industrial unrest became very serious during the years immediately
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after World War 11 and to a lesser extent in recent years. During the last few years there has
been appreciable improvement in industrial relations, the number of industrial disputes going
down from 1,630 in 1957 to 1,491 in 1962.

Causes Industrial Disputes:

1) Industrial Relations.

2) Collective bargaining.

3) Working Condition and Working Hours

4) Strikes.

5) Lockouts.

Above causes of industrial disputes explain one by one as follows,

1) Industrial Relations :

An Industrial Relations Dispute is a difference of opinion resulting ina dispute between
employers or an association of employers with workers or trade unions.
2) Collective Bargaining :-

Collective bargaining is a process of negotiation between employers and a group of
employees aimed at agreements to regulate working salaries, working conditions, benefits,
and other aspects of workers' compensation and rights for workers.

3) Working Condition and Working Hours:

The working conditions in Indian industries are not hygienic. There isnot ample provision
of water, heating, lighting, safety etc. Working hours are also greater. The demand of palatable
working conditions and shorter hours of work are also responsible for labour disputes.

4) Strike:

Strike isa very powerful weapon used by a trade union to get its demands accepted.
It means quitting work by a group of workers for the purpose of bringing pressure on their
employer to accept their demands. According to Industrial Disputes Act, 1947, "Strike means
a cessation of work by a body of persons employed in any industry acting in combination, or
a concerted refusal or a refusal under a common understanding of any number of persons who
are or have been so employed, to continue to work or to accept employment."”

5) Lockouts :

The Industrial Disputes Act, 1947 has defined lock-out as closing of a place of
employment or the suspension of work or the refusal by an employer to continue to employ
any number of persons employed by him. Lock-outs are declared to curb the activities of
militant workers. Generally, lock-out is declared 25 a trial of strength between the management
and its employees.

From the above explanation, it should also be noted that, the subject- matter of an
industrial dispute must be specific, i.e., which affects the relationship of employers and workers.
From the point of view of the employer, an industrial dispute resulting in stoppage of work
means a stoppage of production.

Industrial Dispute
means any dispute or difference between employers and employees or between employer and
workmen or between workmen and workmen, which is connected with the employment or
non-employment or the terms of employment or with the conditions of labour of any person.
Prevention of industrial disputes may have different methods. These methods "“cover the entire
field of relations between industry and labour and include enactment and enforcement of
progressive legislation, works committees and councils, wage boards, and trade boards profit
sharing and co-partnership, tripartite labour machinery, education, housing, welfare work, and
all such measures which can bridge the gap between the employers and employed."

Types of prevention of industrial disputes explainsas follows:-
1) Works Committees

2) Court Of Enquiry

3) Boards of Conciliation

4) Labour Court

5) Industrial Tribunals and National Tribunals

6) Labour Partnership

7) Joint Consultation

1. Works Committees:

This Committee consists of representatives of workers and employers. Under the
Industrial Disputes Act 1947, works committees exist in industrial establishments in which one
hundred or more workmen are employed during the previous year. It consists of an equal
number of representatives of workmen and employer.

It is the duty of the works committee to promote measures for securing and preserving
amity and good relations between the employer and workmen. It also deals with certain matters
viz., conditions of work, amenities, safety and accident prevention, educational and recreational
activities, promotion of thrift and saving etc.

2. Court Of Enquiry :

The main function of the Court of Enquiry is to find out the causes of industrial disputes.
The court has to submit its Enquiry Report to the concerned government within six months.
Labour Court Sec-7 Under this provision, one person alone is appointed to settle the dispute.
3. Boards of Conciliation:

The Government can also appoint a Board of Conciliation for promoting settlement of
industrial disputes. The chairman of the board is an independent person and other members
four are to be equally represented by the parties to the dispute.

4. Labour Court:

It is one of the adjudication authorities set up under the Industrial Disputes Act. It isa
one-man court set up at the discretion of the Government. The Court is presided over by a
person who has held either a judicial position in India for not less than seven years or who has
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been a presiding officer of a labour court constituted under any State Act for not less-than five
years.

The functions of a Labour Court are to adjudicate as matters referred to it by the
appropriate government.

5. Industrial Tribunals and National Tribunals:

Tribunals may be set up by the appropriate government on temporary or permanent
basis for specified disputes or for industry as a whole. The Tribunal is a one-man affair. In case
of industrial disputes of national importance or in case of disputes involving more than one
state, a National Tribunal is set up by the Central Government.

All the authorities provided for in the Industrial Disputes Act, 1947, are meant for
constructive contribution in reducing industrial unrest and improving labour management relations
in an enterprise.

6. Labour Partnership:

Sharing a portion of profit with workers in addition to normal wage creates very good
psychological climate conducive to industrial peace. It enhances social justice. It sends a positive
message about the attitude of management. Workers develop a sense of loyalty to the
organization. This nips all the troubles in the board and ensures asound IR climate.

7. Joint Consultation:

Joint consultation involves a continuous relationship between labour and management
and expects willingness of management of the participation of workers in discussing common
problems of interest. This is the result of collective bargaining relations on a stable basis when
parties know each other well and have got into the habit of mutual trust.

There is a tremendous scope for reducing industrial tension and improving productivity
through joint consultation in industry. In the joint consultation meetings a patient hearing for
workers' problems and grievances can be given. Workers, however, should not misunderstand
the co - operation extended by the management.
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Importance Of Ice-Skating

Abstract :-

Ice skating, the recreation and sport of gliding across an ice surface on blades fixed to
the bottoms of shoes (skates). The activity of ice skating has given rise to two distinctive
sports figure skating, which involves the performance of various jumps, spins, and dance
movements; and speed skating and short-track speed skating, both of which are forms of
racing on ice skates. Ice hockey is the best-known team sport that involves skating. Three
types of skates figure skate (center) hasa high boot and awide blade that is curved gently all
along its length. A hockey skate (left) has a boot that is low in front and high in back to protect
the Achilles tendon; its blade is flat in the middle, curved on both ends, and about the same
length as the boot itself. Aspeed skate (right) has a low boot and a thin blade that is essentially
flat all along its length; a short-track speed skate has a higher blade, to help the skater maneuver
around sharp turns, and a higher boot.

Ice skating probably developed in Scandinavia as early as 1000 BCE, the first skates
being made fromshank or rib bones of elk, oxen, reindeer, and other animals. It is not known
when the metal runner was introduced, but early Dutch prints depict skates with metal blades.
Until the middle of the 19th century the metal portion of the skate was fastened to a wooden
base or footplate and the whole of the skate was fastened to the foot with leather thongs or
straps. Amajor improvement came from the United States in 1850 when E.W. Bushnell of
Philadelphia introduced the all-steel skate, which replaced the cumbersome wooden footplate.
The main developments in the figure skate after 1900 were the addition of the toe pick, a
group of sawlike teeth located at the toe of the blade, which enabled skaters to obtain better
purchase in the ice when doing certain jumps, and the innovation of the "closed-toe" blade of
one-piece steel, which added strength to the skate and permitted a much lighter-weight blade.
The contemporary figure skate, which is the type best suited for general pleasure skating as
well as for figure skating, is easily distinguished from other skates by the toe pick at the front of
its blade. The blade itself is about 4 mm (about 0.157 inch) wide. A hollow ridge along the
blade emphasizes its two sharpened outer edges; these are the surfaces on which skating
movements are made. The blade is approximately the same length as the boot or shoe to
which it is attached. The boot, which is usually black for men and white for women, has a
strong, reinforced arch support and a stiffening material around the heel and under the arch.
The speed skate is low-cut, allowing for freer movement of the ankle. Its blade is much longer
than the shoe (usually between 42 and 46 cm [16.5 and 18 inches] long for men) and only 1
mm (0.039 inch) thick. The hockey skate is a hard, protective boot with a short blade that is

sarecreation skating has been continuously practiced on the canals of the Netherlands
since the Middle Ages by both males and females. Skating on the frozen ponds and fens was
popular in England in the 17th century, and the first skating club was formed in Edinburgh,
Scotland, in 1742. In the 1740s British servicemen introduced ice skating to North America.
It was also popular at the French court about 1776; Marie-Antoinette was among the skaters.
Napoleon Bonaparte skated at Auxerre in 1781.

Background

I started following figure skating a few years ago, and have now become a devoted
fan of the sport. Similar to many sports, figure skating competition events are organized into
two main categories:

. An annual series of smaller events from October to March, which includes: a Grand
Prix series held at 6 different countries (USA, Canada, Russia, France, China, and Japan), a
Grand Prix Final competition among the 6 best-ranked performers of the Grand Prix series, a
European championship for European athletes, and another competition for athletes from other
continents, appropriately titled Four Continents. Of course, every four years, the familiar Winter
Olympics takes place in February.

. The annual world championship: this is the grand-daddy of the season, and usually
takes place at the end of March to cap off the season. Around two dozen skaters all over the
world will participate for each discipline (male and female).

Problem

Every year, before the world championship, the Internet is abuzz with predictions of
who is going to land on the championship podium. The obvious sources to make predictions
from are the scores of skaters from earlier events in the season, and the obvious method to
rank skaters fromthese scores is to compare the average score of each skater over all of his
or her previous events.

However, one potential problem with this method is that scores are averaged across
different events, and no two events are the same. For one, the judging panels for each event
are largely different. For another, there might be some other factors that can systematically
raise or lower the skater scores ofa given event, such as ice condition, what time the event
takes place (skaters often dread skating in the morning) or even altitude (skaters might not be
conditioned for events in higher altitudes). As seen in the below box plot for the male skaters
inthe 2017 season, the center and spread of scores for each event can be remarkably different
from one another:
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Box plot of skater scores for 2017 season events

Therefore, a ranking model that can tease out the skater effect, the intrinsic ability of
each skater, from the event effect, the influence of an event on a skater's performance, might
make better predictions on who will fare better or worse in the world championship.

In this project, several such models will be explored to accomplish this goal. The first
part that you are reading involves simple linear models, while later parts of the project will
cover more complicated models.

Data cleaning

Once scores from all events are scraped, they are cleaned via the following steps:
1. Remove all extraneous white spaces : including non-breaking spaces.

2. Split skater's first name from last name : This is necessary due to inconsistencies
in name order: some pages store names as First Name LAST NAME, while some as LAST
NAME First Name. As a result, separating first name from last name allows the skater to be
fully identified across all events that he or she has participated. Thankfully, all skaters' last
names are fully capitalized, and some simple regex is all that's needed for the split. For example,
part of the regex to match the skaters' last names is[A-ZAOU-]+, which allows last names
like the accented POYKIO or the hyphenated GILLERON-GORRY to be captured.

3. Standardize alternative name spellings : Since the number of skaters are small enough,
a manual inspection through their names could identify the different spellings of a skater's name
across multiple events, such as Min-Jeong and Min-Jung for first name, or TUKTAMY SHEVA
and TUKTAMISHEVA for last name. As can be seen in the list below, the alternative spellings
are mostly Korean skaters with multiple first names (sometimes hyphenated), interspersed
with the multi-syllabic Russian names and the umlaut-laden Nordic names.

Ranking metric

Before we compare how well different models rank the skaters for the world
championship, let's first define how we can evaluate one ranking as better or worse than
another.

We know that a good predicted ranking is a ranking that closely matches that from the
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eventual world championship result. Asimple metric that can measure the similarity between
two rankings is the Kendall ranking correlation coefficient (also called the Kendall's tau
coefficient). Let's go through a simple example to see how this metric works:

Predicted ranking Actualranking
1.AARON 1. BRUCE
2.BRUCE 2. AARON
3.CRAIG 3.CRAIG

The above table shows some predicted ranking (left) and the actual ranking after the
world championship (right), each from best to worst, for 3 fictional skaters. Comparing between
these two rankings, we can see that the predicted ranking mistakenly placed Aaron higher than
Bruce. However, it got the ranking for Craig right: he is placed below the other two skaters in
both rankings.

The Kendall's tau coefficient (??) can quantify the above description with the following
formula:

(AARON, BRUCE), (AARON, CRAIG), (BRUCE, CRAIG)
. Out of these 3 ordered pairs, the first pair (AARON, BRUCE) no longer holds inthe
championship ranking of BRUCE > AARON > CRAIG, while the following two pairs still
hold. In other words, the number of concordant pairs - ordered pairs that hold in both rankings
- is 2, while the number of discordant pairs - ordered pairs that hold in one ranking but not in
the other - is 1.

Figure skates have a
long, gently curving blade which allows the skater to glide over sweeping curves. Hockey
skates have a shorter, more steeply curving blade which allows the hockey player to quickly
stop and turn. For the novice skater, however, figure skates will allow more stability by
distributing your weight more evenly over a longer distance.

2. Lace up your skates tightly: Put simply, ice skates are made out of a boot with a blade
attached to the bottom. Both figure skates and hockey skates are designed for stability around
the ankle. Inorder to prevent an ankle injury if (when) you fall, be sure your boots are laced
up tightly, tighter than you would tie a shoe. Agood rule of thumb to test whether you're tied
up tightly enough, you should be able to fit 2 fingers between the tongue of the boot and your
ankle, no more.

3. Toe Pick : That scraggly looking thing at the front of your blade is NOT for stopping. Toe
picks are made for one purpose: jumping. This feature is how the figure skater propels
themselves into the air. Ifyou try to use the toe pick to stop or push yourself forward, you will
fall. Flat on your face. To stop safely, push your foot firmly on the ice and gently push the
blade lengthwise out to the side. To make sure you are safe, do not skate at any high speed
until you feel comfortable stopping! Push the side of your blade out to the side to propel
yourself forward as well.

4. Fall correctly. Then stand up : Yes, there is a right and a wrong way to fall when ice
skating. Fall the wrong way and you'llend up injured. Fall the right way and all you'll have to
worry about is how hard your friends will be laughing at you! Ifyou feel yourself starting to
fall, the safest thing is to prepare yourself for a proper fall. Try to direct yourself towards
landing on the side of your behind, where your glutes and other muscles give you the most
padding. Keep your arms in close to your body and avoid doing windmill actions with your
arms to try to maintain your balance. This will result in falling on awkwardly and injuring
yourself. It'sagood idea to practice on the floor before you even get on the ice.

5. Do not put your arms out to catch your fall : You can easily injure your wrists, arms,
and shoulders by trying to catch yourself on your hands. If you have to put your arms out to
keep yourself from hitting your head, it is better to do so with your elbow bent. And never
skate with your hands in your pockets!

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The quintessence of Dalit Feminism in Babytai Kamble's * The Prison We Broke'

Introduction

Dalit Feminism is a term that depicts Dalit women's experiences which focuses on
patriarchy and caste system as the main reasons of the subjugation of Dalit women. It also
aims to give voice to the Dalit women to express their views against this cruel system and
express their agonies imposed by this society. Patriarchy or inequality of power between men
and women leads to the oppression of women. The caste based discrimination and oppression
were chief characteristics of the Indian society in the then society. Dalit feminism gives a historical
account of how the nature & intensity of women's exploitation changes with respect to their
social location. The Prison We Broke' originally written in Marathi as 'Jina Amucha' and
translated by Dr. Maya Pandit as "The Prison We Broke' is a milestone in the history of Dalit
writing in Marathi. It is probably the first autobiography by a Dalit woman. Baby Kamble's
Jina Amucha is regarded as a landmark in the history of Dalit writings. The narrative is considered
to be a protest against the atrocities committed on the Dalits by the orthodox people for
thousands of years. A close study of this autobiography reveals the oppression of the Dalit
women by the upper class people as well as the male members of their own community. The
word 'Dalit' in Marathi literally means "broken". The term 'Dalit' expresses poverty and humiliation
of a particular section of Indian society at the hands of the upper castes. It is the literary
expression of the helplessness of Dalit people. The upper caste people would treat them as
untouchables and they were not allowed to enter a temple or any other sacred places or public
places.
Discussion

In The Prisons We Broke', Babytai Kamble uses her life as a source to identify Dalit
oppression. While doing this she puts her in prime position to witness Dalit oppressionat one
of its worst, because the area in which she would live is the embodiment of the prejudices of
the upper caste system. Hence The Prisons We Broke' is justified as a comment upon Dalit
oppression. The Prison We Broke begins with the description of her grandparents' house
where she was born. It was like a cool shelter for her. She describes her mother as an oppressed
being, cruel, detached, and insensitive. In her perspective, money was much more important
than human relationships. She belonged to such a place and time where hundreds of people
were living without fulfilling their basic needs. Describing her mother, she said: "Morality!
What rubbish™ she would say angrily. "The world belongs to the man with money. Don't ever
be taken by your father's lofty words, There's no merit no sin. It's only money that matters.
Money whitewashes your sins. It's money that brings fame. Nobody is bothered about how
you earned it. Baby Kamble wondered whether this was her true nature or whether her poverty
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stricken life made her speak in this way". The above description shows that the feeling of
'Other' had been deeply rooted in the patriarchal society. The women were being treated by
the male members according to their whims and fancies.

In The Prison We Broke we come across certain types of women who are, sometimes,
regarded as great and at times, they are beaten by their respective husbands. Being untouchable
and being born women was the worst thing that had happened to them. Through this personal
narrative we experience certain painful experience of many of these marginalized women whose
plea never got a voice to be expressed. It was Baby Kamble who was the first Dalit woman
writer who had put forth the agonies of these women. While depicting the life of her community
Kamble has described many events which were similar to the experiences of upper caste
people. Like all the upper caste people, the people of her own caste would celebrate each
and every festival with great anxiety. The narrator vividly describes the experiences of the
untouchable women and the touchable women without a trace of indignation and prejudice.

In the second chapter she has described certain festivals celebrated by the people of
her own caste. In her community, they give more importance to the month of Ashadh. They
consider this month for ritualistic baths, house cleaning and polishing of floors with dung. They
feel if all the rest eleven months of the year were curse on them, then the Ashadh was an
antidote. This month is basically to experience the moment of joy and comfort. But apart from
it, throughout this whole month, the women suffer like anything. The personal narrative of
Baby Kamble showed a clear picture of her community, their upbringing, their struggle and
their oppression. Baby Kamble strongly attacks the evil social customs which differentiate the
Dalit women from the main streamwomen. The book unfolds the psychological, social, economic
and educational layers of Dalit women's lives in a caste-ridden society.

In fact, Maharashtra has witnessed Dalit rebellion in literature, war, religious practices
inter alia over centuries. The Prisons We Broke is one such attempt, though one of the firsts by
a Dalit woman justifying its narrative on women's issues. In The Prisons We Broke Babytai
questions the superstitious practices followed and advocated by the people of her community.
Being outcasts to the upper caste community, the people of her caste were required to live
outside villages to not pollute areas inhabited by upper caste people. Women had to face the
force of superstitious, rituals more than most on account of their lowly status in the society. She
supports this claim by examples firstly, of her own mother being reduced to such incapacity
due to years of oppression that she could not maintain genial relations with any of her relatives
and secondly, of women wed in her areawho were required to keep a quiet outlook putting on
their piece of cloth and applying kumkum in the presence of men of their community. Ina
specific example, she provides context to this claim writing that for the wrongs of the women
before the upper caste people, it was the people of her caste in general who had to face the
upper class people's insult immediately but it was the woman who would be rebuked and
thrashed later by the male of her household.

Inaddition to the usual practices upheld in upper caste elite households such as women
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eating only after the men of the household have finished their meals, the women of Babytai's
caste were also subjected to discriminatory practices followed in the lower caste communities.
For example, Dalit women having to bow down and step out of a road in the village, whenever
an upper caste man would approach. Later in The Prisons We Broke', she mentions of how
the upper caste women would not touch them while dealing with them. Dalit girls in schools
were made to sit on the floor so as not to pollute the classroom for upper caste people.

Broadly speaking, the theme of this autobiography is to emphasize the plight of Dalit
women in the caste bound society where the discrimination is uncontrolled. The Dalit women
were considered the marginal and no space would be left for them in the then society. They are
the victims of the man made society. Their struggle in life is manifold and it is revealed by Baby
Kamble. She unfolds the different layers of the minds of not only the women characters but
also focuses on the inner layers of the minds of her women characters. She combines facts
with fiction and reveals the story of her life in the present book. The narrator has become
successful in breaking the prison walls which forced her and other women to live a confined
life. They were forced to live the life of slavery at the hands of their own men and the men
belonging to the higher strata of the society. The book is an implicit attack on the heinous caste
system. Dalit women are treated by the Indian society as the lowest of the low. They are not
only persecuted by the society but they are also dominated by their own community. Baby
Kamble's extraordinary journey rises above the caste and is highly remarkable and worth
appreciating. There are various themes of this autobiography such as identity crisis of the Dalit
woman, atrocities on women, the plight of the untouchables, the superstitions in the society;,
exploitation of the women at physical and psychological levels, the role of Dr. Babasaheb
Ambedkar intransforming the lives of the Dalits, the social customs in religion, the evils of the
caste system and the community life of the low caste people in the orthodox society.

The main character in this autobiography is Baby Kamble, who gives anaccount of all
the incidents that took place in her life. She not only unfolds her own miserable story but also
describes the life of the marginalized people in the village realistically. Throughout this book
she narrates the incidents and describes the people in the village and the places she visited.
She gives the information of the people who she thinks have been instrumental in changing her
life including the villagers. Baby Kamble's autobiography is, therefore, a sociological account
of the miserable and subjugated people; men, women and children. In this autobiography she
describes the life of the people of her caste dominated by the orthodox society.

The narrator was tremendously influenced by the spirit and thoughts of Dr. Babasaheb
Ambedkar, the social reformer and the architect of the Indian constitution. She thinks that
because of Dr. Ambedkar, she could write down her thoughts for people. This autobiography
is also an extension of her own thoughts and ideas of progress for her community. She grew up
observing the superstitious practices in her locality. These incidents would generate many
questions in her young mind. She would try to find out the solution to the problems faced by
the people. The narrator is a good observer of the society of her times. She knows that people
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surrounding her are poverty-stricken and without money. She notices that they are the victims
of the man made discrimination in terms of caste and class. The upper class people, she
understands, inflict injustice and atrocities on the poor and miserable people bornina low
caste. She comes to know that people worship certain deities out of ignorance or due to lack
of education. She wants people to come out of the rites and rituals which are influential in
retaining their dejected condition. She wants to put before the world the life of such people
which was controlled by the upper class people that too with humiliation, insult and atrocities.
Conclusion-

Kamble's The Prisons We Broke can be considered not as her personal autobiography
but can be termed as the autobiography of an oppressed and subjugated Dalit women who
wish to give voice their agonies suffered and experienced by the Dalit women. Even Dr Maya
Pandit also states that ""The Prisons We Broke is an expression of protest against the inhuman
conditions of existence in the then society. Baby Kamble beautifully tried to depict the pitiable
situation of the people in caste in Maharashtra. She has tried to catch attention of the people
towards the mental and physical violence against women by the public and private spheres in
the society in which she would live. Babytai Kamble has presented an unflinching portrait of
Dalit women, subjugated by gender, caste and patriarchy. Kamble has exposed the hypocritical
mindset of the upper caste sections of Indian society. She has exposed the marginalization,
victimization and enslavement of Dalits in the society who used to be treated as untouchables.

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Abstract:

Plagiarism has become one of the most critical and debatable aspects of academic
and scientific research.

In the time of
internet and availability of only print resources can make things critically crucial since copy and
paste is quite common. It is important that researcher should know permission of copying or
referring number of words in a sentence from earlier published resources and to know amount
of plagiarism being commonly allowed. Many researchers have been found using his/her similar
ideas in different papers by recycling their own words which is known as self-plagiarism.
Although, various academic institutions have already started making students and faculty aware
about the plagiarism but a constructive approach is still needed to define plagiarism and non-
plagiarism issues in detail.

1. Introduction

The emergences of electronic information resources and innovations in Information
and Communication Technology (ICT) have made copy and paste culture more prevalent
among information users. The use of internet has been started from initial stage of schooling
almost across the world. The children are enforced to jump in the era of copy and paste to
record information from the beginning of their education. Continuity of cut and paste culture
later take place a form of paraphrasing in middle or high schools as students take help from
Internet and try to re-write available in their own words. By the time they reach to graduate or
post-graduate courses they may become habitual and use information without attributing the
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original work. Irony of this common aspect is that nothing much has been done to restrict
plagiarism in the beginning of education whereas call is being taken in graduate or post-graduate
institutions. Irrespective of age many researchers do get indulged in plagiarism because of
oversight or ignorance in using other's work. The young generation is over the threshold where
they need to understand ethical use of information. Zimerman (2012) stated that use of internet
and availability of enormous stock of information affecting everyone in school and higher
education. It somehow starts from schools where internet provide huge amount of information
which leads deterioration in ethical writing.

To students, it is very important to know about unethical issues of plagiarism.
Sometimes, student may truly not be unaware if they are new to English language (Erkaya,
2009).

2. What is Plagiarism?

As defined by the Oxford Dictionary, the plagiarismis "The practice of taking someone’s
work or ideas and passing them off as one's own". The word plagiarism originated from the
plagium word of Latin which means 'kidnapping'. The word plagarius used under various
contexts for murdered, plundered, seducer and literary thief as well. The Cambridge Dictionary
defines word plagiarize as "to use another person’s ideas or work and pretend that it is your
own", whereas, Merriam-Webster dictionary define the word plagiarism as "'the act of using
another person’'s words or ideas without giving credit to that person™. Wager (2014) bring light
of historically evolvement of word plagiarism. The origin of the word was traced back in
somewhere during AD80 when a Roman poet Martial claimed that another poet recite his
poem to audience as his own. She further highlighted that the term in its sense of literary theft
was started using somewhere in the 15th century. Similarly, Gaudy (1908) stated that Roman
used plagiumin law which meant the stealing of slave from his master and its derivative ‘plagiaries
legally defined as manstealer or a kidnaper. In the 19th century advent of internet has triggered
plagiarizing contents and it also helped in making easy detection of copy paste text. Martin
(1994) stated that intellectuals considered plagiarismas one of the gravious sin. Academicians,
especially teachers have been trying various methods and mechanism to detect and combat it.
Armstrong (1993) stated that plagiarism encompasses a spectrum of misappropriated actions
inwriting. Fray (2016) quoted literature stating if you take stuff from one author/writer/article/
book/idea it is plagiarism if you take stuff from many authors/writers/ articles/ books/ideas
than it is called research. This is a kind of statements which reflects the status of research
happening these days. This also brings a thin line of distinction between copyright infringement
and plagiarismin copyright.

3. Consequences of Plagiarism

Now academic dishonesty is considered as reputation destroyer, however, many
institutions have already come up with plagiarism policy in which punishment from minor
academic loss to suspension of services are also defined. In some countries, clause of
imprisonment is also there. Former Vice Chancellor of University of Delhiwas arrested and
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sent to Jail under plagiarism case against him and one of his students (Times of India, 26
November 2014). In 2012, Science advisor to Government of India was criticized for plagiarism.
The news taken hype in media and he publically apologized for not noticing a plagiarized text
in the paper he published with one of his students. There are many cases of plagiarism against
prominent personalities allaround the world. As highlighted by Dey and Sobhan (2006); Gibson

4. Why Plagiarism

Baird and Dooey (2014) stated various factors which encourage academic plagiarism
in student community, these are: lack of awareness about plagiarism, poor academic skills,
teaching and learning issues, pressures of completing projects or assignments, convenience in
verbatim or copy paste, language etc. There are various reasons which enforced students,
faculty and writers to plagiarize. These can be divided into two groups Personal reasons and
Professional reasons. Personal reasons are those which are related to natural or behavioral
instinct of a person and professional reasons are those which offered ways towards plagiarism
for professional or career growth.
Personal reasons:
. Desire to get recognition soon: People plagiarized to get instant or immediate recognition
in the group.
. Convenience: Sometime people found copy/pasting and stealing or paraphrasing
convenient than developing own thoughts and writing them.
. Language problem: incompetency in language (especially English) also supports people
to plagiarize. The one who does not have good command on English language can also get
encouraged to adopt plagiarism

. Poor understanding of plagiarism: People do not know about plagiarismand in ignorance
and in lack of knowledge they plagiarized.

. Lack of citation understanding: People do not know how to cite text or ideas taken
from other's work.

. Career growth/Promotion by publishing soon: In higher education institutions, number
of publications helps in getting promotion in teaching jobs.

. Completion of course/project works: students plagiarized to accomplish their courses,
as they need to submit project reports or course works to attain academic degrees.

. Pressure in academics: Research scholars need to publish articles for accomplishing

M.Phil or Ph.D and even faculty also need to publish something as per the institutional guidelines.
This enforcement also takes people towards plagiarism.
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5. Types of plagiarism

Plagiarism is considered one of the biggest enemies of academics or writings. Sometime
people knowingly or unknowingly plagiarize. The best way of combat plagiarism to understand
it and know the kinds or types of plagiarism one can get involved. It is also important to
understand types of plagiarism so that one can take necessary steps to avoid it. Broadly,
plagiarism can be divided in two segments, “intentional plagiarism™ and “unintentional plagiarism'.
The Intentional plagiarism is considered a biggest sin in academics it is also known as deliberate
plagiarism in which someone deliberately used others contents as his/her own contents, whereas
unintentional plagiarism can take place in ignorance or by lack of knowledge about plagiarism
and citation practice. The types of plagiarism practices can be put in these two broad segments.
The word for word is the most commonly used plagiarism in which someone copies of few
lines Jiang, Emmerton and McKauge (2013) conducted a study on plagiarism. While going
through the literature published earlier they found that many of the writers were not cleared
about distinction between the concepts of plagiarism and cheating.

Rao (2005) through its correspondence to the publisher suggested ways out to diminish
the plagiarism spreading across research and academics. He suggested that authority should
take off mandatorily submission of project reports or dissertations in Master or Bachelor
degrees. Instead of that instructors may be asked to publish their research in peer-reviewed
journals. Clough (2003), Barrett and Malcolm (2006), Jayashri (2016), Wager (2014) and
various others had identified and described different types of plagiarism. These are:
= Word to word plagiarism: When someone copy text and phrase from the original source
and used it without changing any word.

m Paraphrasing: In paraphrasing, someone copy text or phrase and change few words without
changing the meaning of the sentence or text.

m Verbatim: Copied the sentence word by word.

m Plagiarism of secondary sources: When original source is cited or quoted fromthe other
secondary source without referring the original one.

m Plagiarism of ideas: when someone used other's idea and claimed it as his/her own idea.
m Plagiarism of authorship: When someone claimed some other's work as his/her own
work.

m Plagiarism of the form of a source: the structure of an argument in a source is copied and
re-written.

m Self plagiarism: When someone use his/her own earlier published ideas or contents without
citing them.

m Cluster plagiarism: When someone copied ideas or contents of other authors in a form of
verbatim, paraphrasing, plagiarism of secondary source etc in one work. These people are
known as habitual plagiarists.

m Mash up plagiarism: Inthis type person copied material from several sources without
proper citation.
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= Major plagiarism: a "word to word (verbatim) copy of over 100 words of original material
without citation™. (Wager, 2014)
= Minor Plagiarism: aword to word (verbatim) “copy from description of standard techniques
without citing the original source”. (Wager, 2014)
6. Role of Librarian in deterring plagiarism

Since, librarians have been responsible for acquiring and disseminating information.
The profession itself put them into to support the systemto deter plagiarism. Snyder Gibson &
Chester-Fangman (2010) conducted a survey and tried to find out how librarians are helping
students to avoid plagiarism. They compiled a survey of 25 exploratory questions which was
responded by 610 librarians of USA. They found that over one-half (337) of the librarians
collaborated with other departments to address plagiarism. They further found that a majority
of respondents (530) conformed that its part of librarianship to teach others about plagiarism
but over one-half (324) respondents never teach/address teachers on the topic of plagiarism.
About 201 respondents confirmed their involvement in implementing plagiarism policy in their
institutions whereas about 263 respondents denied any involvement. They concluded that
librarians are playing an important role in combating plagiarism at different levels, such as by
providing instructions about citing correct document, answering plagiarism queries and taking
orientation sessions, arranging workshops, preparing plagiarismrelated reports etc.
Ercegovac and Richardson (2004) in their review of literature consulted various studies on
academic dishonesty or plagiarism etc. As per them librarians can be the major instructor or
facilitator of copyrights and plagiarism. Zimerman (2012) stated that plagiarism is a special
are interest of the librarians. Librarians have tools such as style sheet manuals (citation format
manuals) and will to combat plagiarism. He further recommended having proper collaboration
between librarians and faculty members, so that collectively students can be informed about ill
aspects of plagiarism. Librarian can take following steps.
Awareness about Plagiarism issues: Librarians can provide orientation and awareness
sessions towards plagiarism, its types, it's consequences and how one can avoid it. Some
experts suggested librarian should provide orientation to the every new student. Awareness
about copyright issues: Students and faculty should be aware about copyright laws so that
intellectual rights can be protected. The students and faculty who are aware about property
rights are less inclined towards plagiarism. Therefore, librarians should inform users to use
print as well as electronic resources whatever is permissible under copyrights. The use of
citation or reference is also a part of copyright so that credit should go to the original author.
Citation method can be known to each and everyone who is in writing: Librarian can also
make students understand about writing citation in proper manner. Referring an idea need
different citation and copying a phrase or text needs different citation, therefore, librarian can
teach students how to cite sources while writing project reports or articles, etc.
Coordination with faculty: Librarian needs to coordinate with faculty so that students can
be taught about plagiarism at every step. Coordination between librarians and faculty would

Poetry is a purifying and humanizing force. It enhances the beauty and glory of the
world. Writing poetry is an execution of a high-flying fancy that transcends the limitations of
dry reality, and changes the real into an ideal world. The poet as maker is blessed with a
power to make goodness highly pleasant and highly alluring.

Sidney's concept of "other nature” in Apology for Poetry (1595), expounds a
philosophical justification for all imagination writing that nourishes the seeds of civility in man.
Art is not an imitation, but an invention of a new nature, the creation ofa "speaking picture”
(Sidney 25). It stirs the streams of sublimity in manand "turns into gold all poisonous waters"
(Shelley 252). Like Emerson, Sidney feels that the poet combines surface reality with the
divinely perceived sublime ideas. However, the nature created by the poet, is not a ""picture
postcard" but an unbidden, unseen, uplifting force that by purifying the unfathomable regions
of mind, enters into the practical experience of the reader. "Poetry is a world of which poets
are articulate and readers the inarticulate part™ (James Reeves 71). It is an educational and
uplifting world, both ideal and eternal, both instructive and entertaining.

Introduction:

Yet the world created by the poet is never in contradiction with the real world. It is not
completely imaginative and incongruous; it is not a free play of bizarre fancy that offends the
pleasant curiosity of the reader. Poetic invention is strictly confined to what is proper, probable
and pleasant. It seems new and fine only because the moral standards revealed in it are better
than we generally apply in practical life. The second nature' comes out of the first "as a leaf out
ofatree". The urgencyand seriousness of mission and the vitality of delightful expression are
so intensely interfused that one fails to resist his allurement to the images of perfection.
Visions of Sublime :

Sidney's doctrine of "other nature™ is indeed, a brief term but like a small prism it
reflects the colours of classical volumes. Platonic idea of divine inspiration, Aristotle’s concept
of imitation, and Horation norm of poetry to teach and delight, has been assimilated in a
compact way. Sidney’s elaborate presentation of the lofty notion of poetry as pure inspiration,
is Platonic in origin. The poet according to Plato is a "light and winged holy thing ... simply
inspired to utter that which the Muse impels™ Sidney also develops this view. The poet is
presented as possessing great passion and lofty heavenly inspiration. He receives and imparts
sublime visions. Beauty and truth are combined by him to compose a world of grandeur and
divine wisdom. Sidney's doctrine of poetic creation is colored throughout by Platonic teaching
for "the world conjured up by the poet is the world of Ideal that world present in the mind of

the Creator that distorted phenomena of Nature and now made manifest by the creative activity
of the poet". The world created by the poet is not a castle of air but an ideal world embodying
apparitions of divine perfection. It is here that Sidney replies Plato in Platonic terms. Sidney
recalls Aristotle's testimony concerning the concept of imitation, but is not content to follow it
blindly. Poet borrows nothing of what is, has been, or shall be, but "what should or should not
be™. Thus while for Plato the poet's world is thrice removed from reality, and for Aristotle an
imitation of universal element in human life, for Sidney it is an embodiment of ideal reality and
therefore, morally better than the real one. Sidney's concept of "other nature™ in this way, is not
at much difference with Aristotle though he uses different terms. "Both see in poetry something
more than mere fancy or a bare transcript of life; both maintain that it embodies elements of
real and permanent value .... And in this way both discern in poetry truth of the highest that is,
of an ideal or universal kind, and this provides a vindication of poetry against the attacks of
barking critics"
Creed of Humanizing

The world created by the poet is most pleasant and more persuasive in its appeal than
other branches of learning. The world of philosophy for instance, is so tedious and so misty
that only the matured and learned can understand it. Arguments of abstract philosophy provide
precepts of general validity through analysis and definitions, divisions and distinctions. The
nature of philosophy is dry and rugged devoid of all emotional appeal. The world of history on
the other hand, is governed by the laws of treacherous fate and tricky activities. Virtuous suffer
unmerited pangs of misery while wicked being triumphant and happy, enjoy luxury, power and
prosperity. The 'mouse-eaten' medley of empirical history in this way; is confined to the imperfect
and unjust laws. Moreover, the persons in history being real men and women are not immune
to inhumanity and baseness. The nature of history in this way is tied down to "Kathekaston,"
the particular while the nature of poetry is licensed to deal with "Katholou™ that is with the
universal consideration. Moreover, the persons in history being a mixture of goodness and
wickedness can not move the reader to imitate them. The nature created by the poet on the
other hand, is commanded by the better laws of poetic justice. "The true nature of virtue is
painted vividly and attractively while vice with equal vividness is made to appear always ugly
and unattractive™ 'The second nature’ created by him as said by Aristotle is "Philosopheterin
and Spoudaioteron™ that is more philosophical and more studiously serious than history It is
more persuasive and more intelligible, and both history and philosophy “entered into the gates
of popular judgment™ after receiving "a great passport of poetry” . Sidney's concept of "other
nature” emphasizes the need of moral and spiritual instructiveness in literature. The evaluation
of art lies not merely in adding knowledge and giving delight, but in imparting elevating influence.
Although Sidney's concept of "other nature” did not introduce an absolutely novel process of
poetry, yet it never failed to cast its shadow onthe writers of coming centuries. "The importance
of this manifesto both symptomatically and typically can hardly be exaggerated. It exhibits the
temper of the generation which actually produced the first fruits of the greatest Elizabethan
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poetry; it served as a stimulant and encouragement to all the successive generations of the
greatage” . The "other nature” created by Spenser in Faerie Queen for instance, does not aim
to amuse only but persuades men to righteousness and uplifts mind to eulogizing virtues. It is
highly serious and humanizing in creed and preaches holiness, temperance, chastity, justice,
friendship, courtesy - all equally important in making up all inclusive virtue of magnificence.
Poetryto Spenser as to Sidney;, is "a divine gift and heavenly instinct not to be gotten by labour
and learning, but adorned with both"
Conclusion :
Sidney's concept is not a commentary of directions to authors like that of Pope's
Essay on Criticism, it is an honest attempt to set forth what the spirit of poetry is. The basic
idea of "other nature™ is no doubt a borrowed one but it has been intermingled with Sidney's
own ideas so beautifully that the concept seems most original. Sidney treads the familiar poetic
ground but a whiff of freshness, a deviation from the hackneyed tradition, is evident to any
thoughtful mind. The doctrine seems more theoretical than practical and suffers from a
sentimental approach. For how many Miltons, Spensers and the creators of "golden world"
are born inthe world. Most of the artists especially today write professionally and mechanically
than dedicated to the mission of moral upliftment. But as Sidney was answering to Gosson's
vehement charges against poetry; he was writing to raise poetry to its ancient prestige fromthe
level ofa "laughing stock™, and therefore the excessive idealism of his approach may be ignored.
We cant help in believing with Atkins that he "flashed a new light over the whole field, dispelling
the mists which had gathered around poetry during the preceding centuries".
